Examples to illustrate prophetic interpretation of scriptures.
Matthew 13:24-30. "We lean by this parable [of the tares], not only the setting up of the Kingdom in the days of the Savior, which is represented by the good seed, which produced fruit, but also the corruptions of the Church, which are represented by the tares, which were sown by the enemy, which His disciples would fain have plucked up, or cleansed the Church of, if their views had been favored by the Savior. But He, knowing all things, says, Not so. As much as to say, your views are not correct, the Church is in its infancy, and if you take this rash step, you will destroy the wheat, or the Church, with the tares; therefore it is better to let them grow together until the harvest, or the end of the world, which means the destruction of the wicked, which is not yet fulfilled" (Joseph Smith, Teachings of the Prophet Joseph Smith, pp. 97-98).
Abraham 3:22-23. "God showed unto Abraham 'the intelligences that were organized before the world was'; and by 'intelligences' we are to understand personal 'spirits' (Abraham 3:22,23)" ("The Father and the Son: A Doctrinal Exposition by the First Presidency and the Twelve' in James R. Clark, Messages of the First Presidency, 5:26; James E. Talmage, Articles of Faith, p. 466).
Acts 10:34-35. "Peter said:'... God is no respecter of persons; but in every nation he that feareth him, and worketh righteousness, is accepted' by him (Acts 10:34-35), which means that the Lord will pour out his Spirit upon the faithful so they will know of themselves of the truths of this religion" Joseph Fielding Smith, in Conference Report, Apr. 1971, p. 5; or Ensign, June 1971, p. 4).
Doctrine and Covenants 29:17. "The Lord teaches that he cannot forgive people in their sins; he can only save them from their abandoned sins. The Lord clearly says, 'My blood shall not cleanse them if they hear me not.' (D&C 29:17.) Hear in this instance means to accept and abide his teachings" (Spencer W. Kimball, "The Gospel of Repentance," Ensign, Oct. 1982, p. 5).

Moses 7:62. "The Book of Mormon is the instrument that God designed to 'sweep the earth as with a flood, to gather out [His] elect.' (Moses 7:62)" (Ezra Taft Benson, in Conference Report, Oct. 1988, p. 3; or Ensign, Nov. 1988, p. 4).
