I have always thought it helpful to the student to have an overview of the entire course to begin with. If he has an overview of the course or of the subject, then the teacher can go back and fill in the details and a lot more will be taught.

For instance, in teaching Church history there is a great advantage in giving what might be called a "mini course" in Church history the first few class periods. In brief overview form, with a map included, the Apostasy might be discussed, the restoration of the gospel, the organization of the Church, the movement of the Church from place to place, and the establishment of the Church headquarters in the Salt Lake Valley. All of that could be briefly covered as an overview of Church history.

Then the teacher can start over again and go over the same material, but this time take the full time of the course to develop it. The students then know where they are going and will be collecting information along the way. The class will be much more meaningful to them. They will, in other words, have an objective in mind.

There is a tendency on the part of speakers, and sometimes of teachers, to assume that since an idea is clear to them, it is clear to the audience or class. There is the tendency also to assume that the student is learning, putting each piece in place, because the teacher has a plan.
